DISCUSSION ITEMS
A. Committee of the Whole

1) Comcast Spotlight
The Mayor referred to the Comcast presentation a few weeks ago. After the information was
disseminated, he thought this marketing tool could be moved forward to this fiscal year budget.
He commented on the approximate cost of $100,000/year for the Almanac. If more residents
used the online/e-mail Almanac, monies could be used toward the $70,000/year cost for
Comcast Spotlight. It was questioned if this was an annual or quarterly cost, and answered that
it would be a monthly payment. It was also questioned and answered that if this was
successful, we could share the cost with partners, i.e., the mall, Indian Lakes, and restaurants.
The Mayor also noted this would be a work in progress and Board input would be solicited on
what would be advertised, such as Septemberfest, Farmer's Market, etc. The Golf Course was
also discussed in the cost sharing, and agreed not at this time, so as not to set ourselves for
failure, but not to exclude the golf course in the future cost sharing.
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B. Finance and Administration
1) Present 2015 Tax Levy Abatement Ordinances

Mr. Szott stated that the Village had historically set aside monies for the past 25 years for tax
abatement, and that $2.7 million has been set aside for the FY16 budget. He stated that there
were two (2) draft ordinances for the 2015 tax levy abatement. He fielded questions from the
Board regarding final payouts for the Indian Lakes and Bloomingdale Golf Club General
Obligation (GO) bonds. Since there were no objections, Mr. Szott stated the ordinances will be
included in the agenda at the January 25, 2016 Board meeting for approval.

C. Intergovernmental and Community Relations
1) Nicor Franchise Agreement Renewal

Ms. Weber stated that the Village has been in a Consortium agreement with 27 other
municipalities since 2009 and was working with a contract from Nicor that expired in 2010. She
noted that a new agreement was reached with the Consortium and Nicor and it was for 25 years
vs. 50 years. The terms of the agreement would take effect on January 1, 2016; the therm
allotment would increase from 52,854 therms of free gas to 62,422 therms, and would include a
$26,606 one-time renewal signing bonus to be received by April 1. The Consortium requested
that each municipality adopt this by January 2016, and notify Nicor by March 1, 2016. There
were no questions, and Ms. Weber stated that staff recommended approval of the agreement.

D. Other Business
Ms. Weber reminded Board members of photos being taken next Monday before the Board
meeting. She passed around a sign-up sheet to have pictures taken in 5-minute increments.
