VILLAGE WIDE CURBSIDE 
RECYCLING PROGRAM TO BEGIN 

IN JANUARY 
The Village of Bloomingdale and the County of DuPage are working together to expand 
the curbside recycling program to all Village residents. The County will be purchasing 
the recycling bins to be used by Bloomingdale residents for this program. Each house­
hold will receive one bin to collect newspapers, aluminum and glass. This bin should be 
placed at the curb along with your garbage on the regularly scheduled collection day. 

Bins will be distributed by Browning Ferris Industries (BFI) during December. Each bin 
will have a serial number and will be assigned to each home. Should you be in the pilot 
area at this time, you will be receiving a new County bin which will replace your three 
bins that were distributed last October. Information detailing the program and specify­
ing dates of bin delivery and the first week of the recycling pick up will be sent to every 
home In the Village In early December. 

This program will not add any cost to your current garbage bill. The Village and the 
County are working to keep the garbage rates down with programs like recycling and it 
is important that we have your participation in this effort.

HANDICAPPED 
PARKING 

CHANGES 
Beginning February 1, 1990, the office 
of the Secretary of State will begin issu­
ing newly designed handicapped park­
ing cards for all new applicants. In addi­
tion, new cards will be issued to cur­
rent parking card owners because the 
current orange cards expire June 30, 
1990. 

The new four-year cards, which are 
issued to individuals with permanent 
disabilities, will be white with blue let­
tering. The temporary parking cards will 
be white with red lettering. 

The new cards also carry the following 
statement — "The Handicapped Park­
ing Card Owner Must Present Personal 
Identification to Law Enforcement Upon 
Request." This statement was added In 
order to assist law enforcement agen­
cies in curbing abuse. 

In other related news, a new law be­
comes effective January 1, 1990 which 
provides municipalities the option of in­
creasing the $50 handicapped parking 
fine to $100.

S N O W R E M O V A L O P E R A T I O N S 
With the seasonal snowfall just around the corner, the Village Services Department, Public Works Division is ready to combat 
snow and ice on the 100 miles of Village streets, making them safer for motorists. 
When a storm begins, day or night, the Village crews are promptly mobilized and begin spreading salt. The Village Initially salts 
all Village streets approximately 100 feet before and after each intersection. The initial salt application mitigates icing condi­
tions contributing to more effective snow removal operations. After a 1-inch to 2-inch accumulation of snow, crews begin the 
snow plow operations. 
Snow plow operations begin according to predetermined snow routes. These routes consist of 5 routes with 11 vehicles. Cul-de-
sacs and dead ends are handled by 2 separate vehicles. These routes have been carefully designed to allow for the optimum use 
of the available snow plowing equipment and personnel. ALL Village owned streets will eventually be plowed, but main streets 
are cleared before side-streets, which are cleared before cul-de-sacs and dead ends. The rate at which the streets are cleared de­
pend on many factors Including total accumulation, type of snow (wet or powder-like), temperature and volume of traffic on 
streets during plow operations. 

Answers to the most commonly asked questions about snow removal: 

QUESTION; What are the Village of Bioomingdale's Parking Regulations when It snows? 
The Village's winter parking ban takes effect after snowfalls of 2-inches or more. The ban applies to all vehicles on any Village 
owned street and Is in effect for a period of 24-hours or until the streets have been cleared of snow. Residents can assist Village 
crews in the snow removal efforts by parking vehicles In driveways or other off-street parking areas. 

QUESTION: Why does my driveway sometimes get "plowed in" when a snow plow truck passes by my house? 
The Village snow plows are designed to direct the snow to the curb side of the plow blade. "Side delivery plows" are the fastest 
and most efficient means available to remove snowfall from the streets. As a result, snow is discharged along the length of the 
curb, the parkways, and the private driveway areas. The Village has thousands of private driveways abutting Village streets, the 
cleaning of which is the responsibility of the property owner. Manpower and equipment limitations prohibit the Village from 
responding to routine requests to remove snow from private driveways. Therefore, we strongly recommend you delay your sched­
ule for clearing the driveway until the snow plows have cleaned the majority of your street. Also please remember, that Village 
Ordinances prohibit the DISCHARGE OF SNOW ONTO THE VILLAGE STREETS. This Illegally placed snow may freeze or be­
come compacted, creating a safety hazard for all motorists. 

QUESTION: Does the Village repair my mailbox if damaged during snow plowing operations? 
The Village will replace and/or reimburse a resident up to $35.00 for a mailbox and post which is damaged as a result of the Vil­
lage snow plow operations, provided the mailbox is installed per Village set back requirements. 
If you have questions as to whether or not your mailbox is In compliance with Village requirements, you may contact the Street 
Division of Village Services Department or the Public Works Division at the numbers listed below. 
QUESTION: Whom do I call with questions regarding snow removal operations? 
Any questions regarding snow removal should be directed to the Street Division Supervisor at 529-1295 or Village Sen^ices De­
partment-Public Works Division Operations Superintendent at 529-5865.

Bloomingdale has received 23 new and uniquely valuable 
videos from the Chicago-based John D. and Catherine T. 
MacArthur Foundation. The videos are part of The Mac-
Arthur Library, a special collection of quality film/video pro­
ductions dealing with areas of MacArthur Foundation in­
terest such as health, peace and international coopera­
tion, and world environment and resources.

DISTRICT 13 NEWS 
D.A.R.E. 

TO BE INTRODUCED 
IN DISTRICT 13 SCHOOLS 

For a number of years, children in Bloomingdale School 
District #13 have received valuable instruction directed at 
preventing drug and alcohol abuse among the student popu­
lation. Goals of this instruction include: 
(1) Providing Basic Alcohol/Drug Information 

Specific alcohol/drug information Is essential if we ex­
pect to affect actual alcohol and drug use behavior. 

(2) Building Life Skills 
Skills such as communication, assertiveness, problem 
solving, stress management, social skills building, and 
managing peer pressure are crucial to the development 
of healthy, successful individuals who will make posi­
tive and productive life choices. 

(3) Developing Alternatives 
Alternatives serve positive, helath-enhancing functions 
served by negative, health compromising behaviors. 

More recently the district has received federal monies 
through the Drug Free Schools and Communities Act Pro­
gram which have been used to upgrade our curriculum ma­
terials, to provide for increased guidance services, and to 
provide speakers and special programs for our students and 
their parents. This effort, being directed by Ms. Joanna Med-
wlck, Assistant Principal of the Westfield School, is being 
strengthened this winter by adding another component, the 
D.A.R.E. or Drug Abuse Resistance Education program. 
Made available to the schools through the Bloomingdale 
Police Department, this program will begin in January, 1990, 
In the fifth grades at Central and DuJardin Schools, and the 
sixth grade at Westfield School. 

The D.A.R.E. program focuses on four major areas of edu­
cation which are similar to the goals of the district: 

— Providing accurate information about tobacco, 
alcohol and drugs. 

— Teaching students decision-making skills. 
— Showing students how to resist peer pressure. 
— Giving students ideas for alternatives to drug use. 

CHANGE IN PACE 
WEEKEND 
SERVICE 

To address the needs of the commun­
ity and to accommodate requests the 
township is receiving, the PACE trans­
portation service hours have been 
modified on Sundays. PACE service 
will now operate on Sundays between 
10:30 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. Office hours 
are 10 a.m. - 3 p.m. Saturday operating 
hours remain at 9 a.m. - 1 p.m. with of­
fice hours 8:30 a.m. -1:30 p.m. 

Reservations can be accepted up to one 
hour before travel time, as the schedule 
allows by calling 893-7555. 

Working with Ms. Medwick in this program will be Detective 
Paul Deibel, of the Bloomingdale Police, who has worked 
closely with School District 13 in our previous drug educa­
tion programs. Beginning in January, Detective Deibel will 
present Project D.A.R.E. drug lessons, during each of seven­
teen weeks, in each of our schools. 

The Project D.A.R.E. program, which is endorsed by the 
United States Department of Justice, began as a experi­
mental program in Los Angeles In 1983. Its success rate is 
very high which is why use of the program has spread 
across the United States and the world. 

School and police personnel who have been involved with 
Project D.A.R.E. are very enthusiastic about the program. 
They indicate: 

1. D.A.R.E. students are less accepting of substance 
use. 

2. D.A.R.E. students are better prepared to deal with 
pressure from their peers to try drugs. 

3. D.A.R.E. students have more respect for law en­
forcement officers. 

4. D.A.R.E. students are less likely to be drug in­
volved when they leave schools. 

All of those involved with the Project D.A.R.E. in Bloom­
ingdale are anticipating these same results.

ning Future Problem Solving Program 
was highlighted in a presentation at the 
Illinois Association of School Boards, 
Illinois Association of School Admini­
strators, and the Illinois Association of 
School Business Officials Joint Annual 
Conference held recently in Chicago. 
Marquardt District 15's Curriculum Di­
rector, Beverly Norris, and Science Tea­
cher/Problem Solving Coach, Nancy 
Benson, conducted a panel discussion 
along with Jim Victory, Illinois Math and 
Science Instructor, on "Championship 
Problem-Solving Techniques." 

Marquardt Middle School became in­
volved in the Future Problem Solving 
Bowl, sponsored by the Illinois Council 
for the Gifted, in 1984. In 1987 one of 
Marquardt's 8th grade team members, 
Christopher Cyr, was named the State 
Champion in the individual competition, 
Intermediate Division. The following 
year, Marquardt's 7th grade team cap­
tured the State Championship in the In­
termediate Division, followed by an­
other State Championship in May 1989.
