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MEMORIAL
PLAQUE
REDEDICATED

On May 30, 1948, the Village of
Bloomingdale dedicated a plaque to
those men from Bloomingdale who
lost their lives during World War I,
Alfred Koehn and Roy Fuller. The
bronze plaque was placed on the
flagpole outside the old Village Hall,
108 W. Lake Street, and remained
there until the new Village Hall was
built on its present site. At the time
of the move the plaque was taken
off the pole and placed in the Village
vault for safekeeping.

Recently, the plaque was chemically
cleaned and restored to its original
condition. On July 4th during the
Country Fair flag ceremony this
memorial plaque was rededicated
“..to the memory of those two fine
men and to all those who have laid
down their lives to protect our free-
dom.”

The plaque is currently at the Village
Hall where it will be kept until it can
be permanently mounted in a place
of honor in the soon-to-be construc-
ted Founders’ Park.

NOTICE

A concentration of barium in
the drinking water of the Vil-
lage of Bloomingdale presently
exceeds the 1.0 mg/1 allowable
concentration set by thelllinois
Environmental Protection A-
gency. The Village, on April 28,
1982, received from the Illinois
Pollution Control Board, a Vari-
ance from the barium stan-
dards which is valid until Janu-
ary 1, 1984. The average con-
tent of barium in water pro-
duced by Well No. 8, is 2.8
mg/1. There is no evidence that
this concentration presents a
threat to the health of water
consumers.




FALL TREE PLANTING PROGRAM

The Village Board has provided up to $10,000.00 of expenditures to fund this
year's Parkway Tree Program. As done last year, the Village will share in 50%
of the cost, with the property owners paying the other half.

The following are details on the program:
1. Trees will be furnished and planted during the fall by a contractor hired by
the Village.
2. The program is for parkway trees only, not for private property. In areas

without curbs or sidewalks, the trees will be planted about 15 feet from the
street.

3. Trees will be guaranteed for one year. Care instructions will be furnished.
4. Some locations may not be eligible based on safety reasons.

5. A limit of 2 trees per parcel frontage is standard. Corner lots may have up to
4 total.

6. Requests will be handled based on the date received.

7. The program also will be available to other public jurisdictions and com-
mercial properties, with residential areas having first priority, and commer-
cial the lowest priority.

8. The totai cost of each tree is estimated to be $80.00 or $80.00, so the pro-
perty owners share should be $40 - $45.00.

DISTRICT 18 NEWS

Board of Education President

For several months, we have been
talking about the economic situa-
tion in District #13. Many District
#13 residents may be assuming that
the recent state tax increases
passed by the Legislature and
signed by the governar has solved
all the district's problems. Such is
not the case.

In 1882-83, we received $615,000 in
state aid. Even with the governor's
new tax increase, we will receive
only $506,000 in aid this year, a de-
crease of $109,000.

We have spent a considerable
amount of time reviewing our 1883-
84 budget for the second time. We
want to be as conservative as pos-
sible in terms of expenditures with-
out cutting programs and services
to students. Thus we are cutting
items from building and mainte-
nance funds, and reducing educa-
tion expenses by reducing the num-
ber of hours spent by teacher aides
and substitute teachers,

We will continue our three-year en-
ergy conservation program in the
school buildings, however because
it saves money in the long run. We
wil! be taking bids on electrical con-
trol work at Westfield, roof repairs at
the other buildings, and major re-
construction on flashings for pre-
ventive maintenance.

In view of our projected budget defi-
cit, our staff has been most cooper-
ative. Not only have our teachers
agreed to a delay in receiving their
contracts, but they have been di-
rectly involved in the development
of next year's compensation plan,
so that it is mutually satisfactory to
them and to the district. We are ex-
tremely fortunate in District #13 to
have a teaching staff that works
with the administrators.

Many of our teachers are attending
workshops this summer to learn
teaching techniques with the 10 new
computers which our PTOs and STP
have provided for the schools. They
will be ready to put these new teach-
ing tools to work when the new
school year begins.
