Qualifications for Scholarship

The applicant must comply with the following criteria:

1. Is aresident of incorporated Village of Bloomingdale, lllinois
Is a U.S. citizen or permanent resident
Is between the ages of 17 and 20 years of age
Is not a former winner of the Joe Draghi Scholarship award
Exhibits community and/or school involvement

Plans to attend an accredited vocational / technical or trade school, such as but not limited to: Technology of
DuPage, cosmetology, car mechanics, HVAC or other certification in a trade

7. Complete the following application packet:
a. Application Form (typewritten preferable)

b. Two letters of recommendation — one letter must be from a high school teacher, college professor,
volunteer coordinator or civic leader. The other letter must be from another professional adult source (not
a family member or family friend). (Please attach letters of recommendation with essay and application
form.)

C. Compose an essay of a minimum of 500 words describing your life, contributions to the community, your
activities, what vocational/technical trade school do you plan to attend, career plans after school and attach
it to this application form packet. Essays will be judged on content, grammar, and thoroughness. (Must be
typewritten.)

8. The application packet must be complete when submitted and all requirements must be met. Letters of
recommendation must be submitted as a part of the packet in their final form. The application packet should be
mailed or delivered to:
